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Undergraduate students in English major are expected to obtain comprehensive quality, solid
foundation of English abilities, strong intercultural ability, profound knowledge of English
literature and culture and related knowledge and the all-round development. They are required to
obtain strong adaptability, steadfastness and great innovation. They are expected to be trained into
application-oriented and interdisciplinary talents, who can serve the country.

Students of this program are expected to achieve the following objectives 5 years after
graduation:

1) A good professionalism and strong social responsibility to serve the society.

2) Proficiency in English listening, speaking, reading, writing and English-Chinese translation.
Qualifications for careers in international trade, foreign affairs, education, press and publication as
translators, teachers, administrators.

3) Rich knowledge of various cultures and the intercultural ability.

4) Capabilities of self-learning so as to improve one’s ability.
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II Graduation Requirement

(1) Professional knowledge: Mastery of the basic professional knowledge and theories, including
English linguistics, literature, translation and intercultural communication.

(2) Problem analysis: Ability of understanding and analyzing problems and strong logical
thinking, possessing scientific thinking and research methods, innovative and practical spirit, and
professional disciplinary consciousness.

(4) Research: Understanding of classification and purposes of academic research in foreign
language studies; ability of conducting basic scientific research, understanding general methods of
academic paper writing.

(5) Usage of modern tools: Proficiency in basic methods of document retrieval and information
inquiry; proficiency in the use of various computer-aided translation tools.

(6) Social service: Scientific worldview and outlook on life, good moral character, enterprising
and dedication spirits and strong social adaptation abilities.

(7) Sustainable development: Ability of acquiring various kinds of knowledge and intercultural
communication; ability of participating in international competition and cooperation.

(8) Professional standards: English proficiency in basic parts of foreign trade activities and
related knowledge; understanding of basic rules of foreign language teaching and a certain level of
translation competence.

(9) Individual and team: Sound personality and good psychological quality, possessing critical
thinking and team collaboration skills.

(10) Communication: Proficiency in English listening, speaking, reading, writing and English-

Chinese translation. Ability of using the second foreign language.



(11) Intercultural ability: Possession of intercultural knowledge, skills, attitudes, and awareness;
ability to conduct effective and appropriate communication.
(12) Life-long learning: Mastery of cross-disciplinary knowledge in philosophy, psychology,

education and other fields; ability of constant learning and improving personal qualities.
